Literacy Level Folder
- Place each student’s name on a post-it under the correct level using first AND last name (color of the post-it does not matter)

- If student is:


- Tier 2—place a yellow star on the post-it with their name


- Tier 3- place a red star on the post-it with their name

- If you have a student that has a star and is dismissed from Tier 3 to Tier 2, cover the red star with a yellow star.  If a student is dismissed from Tier 2 back to Tier one, cover the yellow star with a green star.

- If the student sees:


- Quary—put a blue dot on the post-it with their name


- Picard or Simon AND has an IEP—put an orange dot on the post-it with their name


- ESL teacher—put a black dot on the post-it with their name

DIBELS and AIMSweb Folder(s)

- Place the name of a student listed in the red on your class report on a BLUE post-it note using their first AND last name

- Place the name of a student listed in the yellow on your class report for math and in green on your class report for reading on a YELLOW post-it note using their first AND last name


-- REPEAT this process for every DIBELS and AIMSweb assessment listed in your folder

-- Students should be placed in the folder in order from those with the most need (in the red) to those with less need (those in the yellow) in order from farthest from the target to closest to the target 

- If the student is:


- Tier 2—place a yellow star on the post-it with their name


- Tier 3- place a red star on the post-it with their name

- If you have a student that has a star and is dismissed from Tier 3 to Tier 2, cover the red star with a yellow star.  If a student is dismissed from Tier 2 back to Tier one, cover the yellow star with a green star.

- If the student sees:
