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Principal Goal Setting Guidance: K-2 Configuration

Student learning is the most important success measure for teachers, schools, and districts. Maximizing student learning
begins with setting meaningful goals for students through a thoughtful process that includes two main steps: Understand
School Results and Set Goals. The Louisiana Principal’s Teaching and Learning Guidebook is available to support this
process and includes detailed examples of how goal setting connects to the principal’s work as instructional leader.

Principals in schools with grades 3-12 must set one goal that is based in overall School Performance Score (SPS) and a
second goal that is based on a component of SPS. Goals set in this way ensure principals are accountable for the learning
of all students. Achieving this level of accountability through the goal setting process of principals leading schools in the
PK-2 configuration is accomplished when focused on student learning that prepares all students for success in future years
as reflected in SPS. These expectations for grades K-2 are a set of key skills defined as the most important knowledge and
skills for English language arts (ELA) and math.

DATA

Baseline data informs educators about the knowledge and skills students have at the beginning of the year and in the goal-
setting process. Data used for this purpose must be determined through assessments that accurately measure the
knowledge and skills outlined above. End of year assessment results communicate whether the instruction that took place
throughout the year had an impact on student learning related to these knowledge and skills.

GUIDANCE
The guidance that follows outlines best practices for setting goals for grades K-2. The intended purpose is to support goal
setting for various educators in the following ways:

1. Principals leading schools with grades in the K-2 configuration range may set goals based on this guidance in lieu
of SPS improvement goals per Bulletin 130

2. Principals of schools in the K-8 configuration can access this guidance to inform K-2 ELA and math achievement

3. Teachers of grades K-2 can access to understand best practices for setting student achievement goals in ELA and
math

Sample goals are included within the guidance and reflect a school implementing common district-wide assessments in
grades K-2. Schools in districts without common assessments in place should set goals using school-wide assessments
aligned to the key K-2 ELA and math skills. This process is outlined at the teacher level in the sample posted here.

During the 2015-2016 school year, the LDOE is engaging with districts in an assessment pilot project to identify efficient K-
2 assessment systems. The results will be released in late winter.

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K-2 ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS (ELA): GOAL SETTING GUIDANCE
Key Knowledge and Skills
As students progress from kindergarten to grade 2, they must:

1. Know and apply early literacy skills essential for developing the ability to read a range of texts and write with
understanding
a. Know and apply phonics and word analysis skills in decoding words
b. Read texts with sufficient accuracy and fluency to support comprehension
2. Demonstrate understanding of a volume of texts
a. Use language and vocabulary to comprehend what texts say
b. Use topics and ideas to comprehend what texts mean
¢. Build opinions and understanding of texts through conversations
d. Write about texts using grade-level conventions and spelling

e District End of Year Assessment: At our school, the percent of students scoring:
- ator above the district average has declined from 43% to 40%

schools in the 50th percentile of performance was +3.9). The decline has been attributed to student achievement in
ELA and mathematics for grades 3-5.
e In 2013-2014, the percent of previously non-proficient students exceeding expectations is below the district and
state averages in ELA (school: 43%; district: 51%,; state: 56%).

Identified Priority Areas and Rationale:

Given the above summary, ELA has been identified as the priority areas. Prior year performance on end of year
assessments and beginning of the year baseline assessments support this as a priority area.

How will student achievement in the identified priority area be measured at the end of the year? End of year
assessments measure performance against the set of student achievement expectations for each grade level. When
possible, goals should be set based on a combination of the following:
e current student baseline data
e school performance on district-wide assessments compared to other schools(current year and or in comparison to
previous years)
e school performance on school-wide assessments (current year or in comparison to previous years)

Key Knowledge and Skills

As students progress from kindergarten to grade 2, they learn the content of addition, subtraction, and place value and
are equipped to:
1. Demonstrate understanding of the math concept, not just the procedure
2. Apply their understanding to real world examples
3. Use accurate procedures and skills to answer questions
4. Demonstrate mathematical reasoning by explaining, justifying, or critiquing with precision
Further, fluency (speed and accuracy) expectations for each grade level include:
Kindergarten: Add/Subtract within 5
1st: Grade: Add/Subtract within 10
2nd Grade: Add/Subtract within 20 and Add/Subtract within 100 (paper & pencil)

e In2013-2014, the percent of previously non-proficient students exceeding expectations is below the district and
state averages in math (school: 40%; district: 48%; state: 53%).

Identified Priority Area and Rationale:

Given the above summary, math achievement for all students is a priority area. Prior year performance on end of year
assessments and beginning of the year baseline assessments support the need to focus on fluency and priority content.
