Henry:  Case Study and Lesson Plans for Grade 3 – Julian Tells

[bookmark: _5vvbn1r84is9]Student Background and Classroom Context: Henry is a 10-year-old, 3rd grade student with a diagnosed exceptionality of Multiple Disabilities with Intellectual Disability-Severe and Orthopedic Impairment. He is non-verbal, non-ambulatory, and requires full support for all of his needs, but loves learning with his peers and assisting his teacher.  He is extremely tactilely defensive with his hands, but likes getting out of his wheelchair and getting in a bean bag.  Henry requires a voice output communication aid (VOCA) and likes activating the switch. He has a reading goal to identify the central message, lesson, or moral within a story, folktale or fable from diverse cultures with 75 percent accuracy. Henry likes music, has a good sense of humor, and likes when his teacher’s act silly with him.  
[bookmark: _30j0zll]Henry’s special education teacher, Ms. Sehon, is a 27-year veteran educator and past Early  Interventionist.  She has experience in Early Childhood Special Education, as a Special Education Supervisor, and as an Interim Principal.  Her current class consists of eight students, all of whom are in manual wheelchairs and require full support for their needs.  Henry also receives support from a teacher assistant, an occupational therapist, a speech therapist and other professionals as a resident of an Intermediate Care Facility for the Developmentally Delayed (ICF/DD).
High-Quality Planning and Instruction:  The English Language Arts classroom at Henry’s school has adopted the Louisiana Guidebooks for their high-quality curriculum.  The current unit is The Stories Julian Tells, a grade-level text that tells the story of Julian, a boy with great imagination. Ms. Sehon is teaching The Stories Julian Tells unit to Henry and his classroom peers.  She consults the Guidebook Companion Resources for the Julian Tells unit to get a feel for how the unit will look in modified form and begin her instructional planning.  She starts by examining the unit’s culminating task which, in the original, asks students to write a multi-paragraph essay in which students state their opinions in answer to the question, “What is a central message or lesson can we learn by reading The Stories Julian Tells?”  She turns to the modified version, which reads:

	What is a central message that is conveyed through Julian's actions in The Stories Julian Tells? To answer this question:

● Identify how Julian’s actions contribute to chapter events.
● Review the outcomes/consequences that Julian faces as a result of their actions.
● Determine the lessons Juliana learns or teaches as a result of their actions.
● Compare those lessons to determine what they have in common.
● Describe a central message or lesson that can be learned by reading The Stories Julian Tells.

Write an essay in which you state your opinion in answer to the question and demonstrate an understanding of the text. Support your opinion with reasons and include an example from the text for Julian. Be sure to use proper grammar, conventions, spelling, and grade-appropriate words and phrases.



Ms. Sehon notes that the ultimate task for all students is similar to the original and that the modified version provides five key steps for creating the permanent product.  While the Companion Resource offers a useful approach to the task in working with students with significant cognitive disabilities, the teacher knows that individual modifications and accommodations will be key to each student’s success.  Ms. Sehon reviews the overall unit - its sections and lesson plans – to map out what this could look like for her whole class and individual students. 
Given Henry’s specific needs, Ms Sehon determines that additional modifications are required for The Stories Julian Tells.  She begins with adjustments to the culminating task.  Ms. Sehon modifies the  culminating task for Henry to create a permanent product, a group story, which aligns with the student’s IEP.  To satisfy the standards, Henry will determine the central message of a story and answer questions related to the relationship between characters, settings, events, or conflicts with a 75 percent accuracy. Because Henry requires maximum support, Ms. Sehon creates Level 1 activities that allow Henry to provide consistent responses by selecting a word or picture. Additional modifications to support Henry in reading and writing require the teacher to print the answer on card stock and create a detailed graphic organizer for Henry to explain how each detail conveys information about the central message.
With these modifications in mind, the teacher recalibrates the sections and lessons.  When planning the lessons for Henry, the teacher refers to the original guidebook lessons and goes through the lessons slide by slide, reading all of the teaching notes. She prints and reviews information from the Additional Materials tab as she wants those resources readily available as she determines the kind of modifications Henry requires.  As a result, the modifications to the unit amount to three sections with a total of eleven lessons.  Ms. Sehon breaks some of the original lessons into parts and teaches the modified lessons each day.
The lesson plans that follow demonstrate Ms. Sehon’s approach to instructional planning and delivery.  A few highlights include:
· Accommodations/ modifications relate to reading goals.  The teacher writes the key details that support the central message for Henry; the teacher also creates answer choices using answers found in the “Student Look Fors” in the Guidebook lesson and symbols that the teacher creates.  Ms. Sehon cuts out the answers for the first, second, and third details and attaches them to the symbols with tape.  The teacher uses these pictures (xerox  photos from the book identifying the first, second, and third supporting details)/word cards to complete the modified lesson objectives and standards.  She records some of the sentences in VOCA so that Henry can read parts of the answer.
· Student response modes.  Henry selects pictures and or word cards, using hand over hand to make a choice to provide his answers, but sometimes he struggles and requires his teacher to model the process again for him.  He selects symbols to identify details, and Henry reads part of his answers in VOCA.
· Henry likes music, has a sense of humor, and likes when his teachers act silly with him.

Results and Reflections:    As of this writing, Ms. Sehon and Henry have worked through approximately 90 percent of The Stories that Julian Tells unit.  Thus far, Henry successfully comprehends text to satisfy the standards that require him to determine the central message of a story with supporting details.  When Henry often struggles with selecting his answer choices, the teacher models them for him.  Ms. Sehon demonstrates how to select answers by choosing a picture card for him if he will not make a selection. When modeling, she supports him hand-over-hand for a picture choice if Henry will allow it, or modeling a correct newer choice on his communication device. To meet the goals of Henry’s IEP and the objectives of the unit, Ms. Sehon will continue with the modified lesson plans as devised.
Thus far, Henry is successfully demonstrating that he is comprehending text to determine the central message of a story and provide details.  He is engaged in his lessons by being the teacher’s assistant and helping go through the slides on the Smartboard, using his communication device, selecting answer choices when selecting pictures, and completing all activities with moderate to full prompts. Due to Henry’s exceptionality of tactile defensiveness, he does not typically want to touch some objects. An example of a moderate prompt from the teacher is moving the choice closer to his hand when he will grab the picture; a full prompt example is the teacher touching the communication device on his behalf. 
For Henry’s culminating writing task he wrote a group story.  Ms. Sehon supported him by creating sentences for the story by modeling or helping him use his communication device.  She wrote the sentences on the Smartboard, and Henry read the story with a voice output communication aid. Ms. Sehon will continue with the lesson plans until completing the unit.
Creating these modified Guidebooks lessons and materials for students with significant cognitive delays has been empowering for Ms. Sehon!  She stated that there is something so validating about teaching our students with significant disabilities the same high-quality curriculum-based lessons as their peers in general education.  Throughout this project she learned that one has to have to have time to modify these lessons.  She also learned that her students enjoyed a change of pace and being exposed to new stories and new materials.  This project will change her planning and instruction moving forward.  Before the project, Ms. Sehon was reading the Guidebooks novels to her students but she did not use the online lessons because it felt so overwhelming to modify.  Now that she has done it, she feels like this is something she will continue to do.  Ms. Sehon has learned that modifying the lessons gets easier as you go along, and she hopes that her work on The Stories Julian Tells helps other teachers realize that it’s not as hard as they thought and they can get inspired to take it to the next level.  Through this experience Ms. Sehon has seen, first hand, that our students with significant disabilities will rise to our expectations of them.

Day 1

“What did you notice about how characters in the text changed?”

Students’ initial thoughts may include:
· Morris’s life wasn’t messed up anymore; Morris got his books back; he started reading again; he wrote in his book again; he was happy.
· The people in the town started reading.
· The little girl at the end of the book started reading.
· People in the book changed from black and white to color; they became happy.

“How does Morris change throughout the story?

Guiding Questions and Prompts:
· How does Morris feel in the beginning of the story? Why? He is happy because he surrounded by books, and he can read and write stories.
· How does he feel when he loses all of his books in the storm? He’s sad because he can’t read anymore.
· How does Morris change when he is surrounded by books after entering the room full of books? He becomes happy again; he finds joy in reading lots of different kinds of books.
· How does writing his own story affect Morris’s life? He enjoys telling his own story.
· Why does Morris share his books with others? He wants other people to experience the happiness of reading.
· How does reading stories affect Morris’s life? Reading stories brings joy to Morris’s life. He also writes stories, which makes him happy. He shares books with others so they can experience the joys of reading too.
· What lesson does Morris learn about books and reading? He learns that books can bring joy to his life bring the community together.



Student Look-Fors:
· Students should understand that Morris changes from gray to colorful. He changes by losing what he loves—reading—and then finding reading and happiness again. He also changes by learning to share the joys of reading with others.

How do other characters in the story change?

Guiding Questions and Prompts:
· How has reading affected the flying lady’s life? We know that she is joyful because she’s pictured in color and flying with books.
· Why did the flying lady share a book with Morris? She knew it would lead him to the room full of books. She thought reading would bring him joy.
· What brings the townspeople together? The townspeople come together to borrow books from Morris.
· How does reading affect the townspeople’s lives? They come together as a community and find happiness in reading.
· How is the little girl at the end of the book affected by Morris’s own story? She enjoys it and learns to love reading.
· How does reading affect other characters’ lives? Other characters find joy in reading. Reading also brings the community together.
· What lesson do other characters learn about reading? They learn that books can bring joy to their lives and bring the community together.

Student Look-Fors:
Students should understand that other characters change from gray to colorful; they receive books that help them find joy in reading. They share books with others.







Day 2

What is a central message?
·  “A central message is something that can be learned from the story. It is the lesson that the author of the book wants us to learn. A central message is always supported by details in a text that point to it.
· Say, “One way that we can determine the central message of a story is to look at details that show how characters change throughout a story.”
· Say, “Let’s think back to the Bee Tree for an example of central message and character change details that support it.”
· Ask, “How did Mary Ellen change from the beginning of the story to the end of the story?”
· Ask, “Based on how Mary Ellen changed, what message do you think the author, Patricia Polacco, is teaching us about reading?”
· Elicit answers from students as a class.
· Support students’ understanding as necessary by saying, “in the story The Bee Tree, at first Mary Ellen didn’t want to read. Then, in the end of the story, she changed because she wanted to read. She learned that reading can be a fun adventure. So, the central message of The Bee Tree is that reading can be a fun adventure. That’s what the author wants us to learn.”
Guiding Questions and Prompts:
· Ask, “Why are details in the text important to the central message?” Details are important because they add up to the central message; they point to what the central message is.
· Ask, “What did Mary Ellen not want to do in the beginning of the story?” She didn’t want to read; she was bored by reading.
· Ask, “How did Mary Ellen’s feelings about reading change by the end of the story?” She found reading exciting.

Student look-fors:
· Students should understand that a central message is the lesson that the author wants us to learn from reading the story.
· Students should understand that the central message of The Bee Tree is reading can be a fun adventure.
