Samuel:  Case Study and Lesson Plans for Grade 4 -The Whipping Boy

Student Background and Classroom Context:  Samuel is a 9 year old, 4th grade student with a diagnosed exceptionality of Mild Intellectual Disability with significant cognitive disabilities. He is non-verbal but ambulatory and makes his wants and needs known through gestures and a voice output device. He requires hand-over-hand physical guidance as well as cognitive supports to complete academic tasks. Samuel’s current individualized reading goal is to answer questions related to the relationship between characters, setting, events, or conflicts. This comes from a Louisiana Connector aligned standard for third grade. Sam’s interests include music and movement, basketball and playing computer games,and he is currently attending school full-time in the brick and mortar learning environment.

 Samuel’s special education teacher, Ms. Vachetta, is a 6-year veteran educator and special education teacher with experience teaching in both inclusion and self-contained settings.and does both currently.  Her current class consists of six students: two 3rd graders and four 4th graders.  Samuel is in a self-contained classroom.

High-Quality Planning and Instruction:  The English Language Arts classroom at Samuel’s school have adopted the Louisiana Guidebooks for their Tier-1 Curriculum.  The current unit is , The Whipping Boy an appropriate, grade-level text that tells the story of Prince Brat and his whipping boy, Jemmy.  Ms. Vachetta is planning and teaching The Whipping Boy unit to Samuel and his classroom peers.  She consults the Guidebook Companion Resources The Whipping Boy unit to get a feel for how the unit could look in modified form and uses it to begin her instructional planning.  She begins first by examining the unit’s culminating task that, in the original, asks students to write a multi-paragraph essay responding to the question, “ Describe how the relationship between Jemmy and Prince Brat changes over the course of The Whipping Boy?”  She turns to the modified version, which reads:

	Culminating Task
	Create a permanent product discussing how Jemmy and Prince Brat and their relationship change over the course of The Whipping Boy and how that develops the theme of the novel? To address this question, students will:
● Describe how the relationship between Jemmy and Prince Brat changes over the course of The Whipping Boy.
● Identify what leads to those changes (e.g., the changes are the result of power changes between Jemmy and Prince Brat, the result of something that Jemmy or Prince Brat experience, or the result of a change in the way Jemmy or Prince Brat acts).
● Examine the importance of those changes.
● Identify a topic of the The Whipping Boy (e.g., friendship, adventure, power).
● Identify what the author wants to teach the reader about the topic based on the experiences of Jemmy and Prince Brat.
Your permanent product will make a claim, support the claim with reasons and evidence from the text, and include a conclusion


Ms. Vachetta notes that the ultimate task for all students is quite similar and that the modified version provides five key steps for creating the permanent product.  While the Companion Resource offers a useful approach to the task in working with students with significant cognitive disabilities, the teacher knows that individual modifications and accommodations is key to each student’s success.  Ms. Vachetta reviews the overall unit - its sections and lesson plans – to map out what this could look like for her whole class and individual students. Ms Vachetta focuses on creating a permanent product that will work best with Samuel’s learning style to make these lessons more accessible.
Some of the supports that are most useful for Samuel during learning tasks include his voice output device, pictorial supports for both the main text as well as supporting vocabulary, and color coding text. He also benefits from pre-prepared answer responses that he may select from, due to the limited nature of his voice output device.
Given Samuel’s specific needs, Ms. Vachetta determines that additional modifications to the The Whipping Boy unit is necessary.  She begins with adjustments to the culminating task and focuses on the information and skills that Samuel needs to create the permanent product.  Then, she modifies the activities based on Samuel’s learning style and the supports used in class daily.  As a result, Samuel’s modifications to the unit amount to 9 sections with a total of 24 lessons.  The lesson plans that follow demonstrate Ms. Vachetta’s approach to instructional planning and delivery.  A few highlights include: 
· Accommodations/ modifications relates to reading goals.  The teacher creates adapted notetakers with pictorial supports, and a running vocabulary chart with picture definitions for the unit. Background knowledge building supports such as a video on feudalism from BrainPopJr. is suggested by the teacher for all students to build background knowledge on medieval systems.  With Sam, care is taken to avoid sensory overload.
· Student response modes: Samuel responds well to most visuals, and is good at complying with verbal cues from the teacher. When working on the computer, Samuel utilizes a one-button “Chester mouse” in order to ensure accuracy of responses. He used this device the previous school year,leading up to and during the administration of LEAP Connect, so he is familiar with its function and how to operate it. Computer work is limited, however, as Sam works better with print materials.
· Sam’s interests include music and movement, basketball and playing computer games.
Results and Reflections: 
As of this writing, Ms. Vachetta and Samuel have worked through approximately 25% of The Whipping Boy unit.  This slow pace is due to multiple factors, such as extended absences due to hurricanes, student absences due to health, and allowing for student readjustment back into the classroom environment after an extended school closure from the COVID-19 pandemic. 
Thus far, Samuel is successful with engagement and participation; he is able to readjust to school well and works when directed, though his overall stamina for completing work tasks is slightly lower than it was during the previous school year. Something Samuel has struggled with is retaining a lot of new information for this unit, even with a lot of teacher front-loading and checks for understanding built into the lessons. His general understanding of text is at a kindergarten level, and the teacher finds it difficult to adapt the text to a necessary level while maintaining overall rigor. To meet the goals of Samuel’s IEP and the objectives of the unit, Ms. Vachetta continues with the lesson plans she has devised, making adjustments along the way.
The teacher identifies that a  more standardized approach to adapting text or having adapted texts available at the outset would be an advantage.  She believes that striving for a curriculum that can be used across a range of disabilities and support needs is important, especially given that these students do take a LEAP Assessment beginning in the 3rd grade. Ms Vachetta values Samuel’s reading comprehension and text analysis skill gains from his exposure to Tier-1 curricula. Ms. Vachetta was able to modify lessons based on the very specific needs of one particular student; She thinks her approach may have been slightly different if she is required to take the needs of a whole group into account. Many of the modifications likely would have remain, but her delivery may vary.
Overall,  Ms Vachetta has drawn a few conclusions from using. A Tier -1 curriculum with students with significant cognitive disabilities. First, she is successfully accommodating and annotating  the lessons to meet the needs of her students and feels the task is manageable and not overwhelming, but would like to have the modifications and accommodations prepared prior to beginning the next unit.  Second, she now has a better grasp on lesson planning and implementation using the Companion Resources available for students with significant cognitive disabilities. Her new understandings will transfer to her larger planning and instructional delivery skills and will benefit both her current and future students. She notes that the iterative lessons within the unit of study will facilitate her ability to use gradual release methods and increase her student's independence over time. Third, she is encouraged that the visual and auditory elements incorporated in this lesson can be used across a wider range of support needs. Lastly, in the future, Ms. Vachetta plans to start preparing her lessons in advance of the beginning of the school year with anticipation of students going from 3rd to 4th grade with known exceptionalities and necessary lesson supports and modifications. This, she feels, is important in establishing and maintaining routines so critical for her students.
As Ms. Vachetta continues to work through this unit and other units in the future, she will keep in mind which modifications/accommodations that she believes could be used across a wider range of support needs. She would like to have much of this prepared before the beginning of the next unit.
